Neighbourhood Prayer Guides — Could you use the prayer guides to record the names of
key leaders in your community and pray for them and watch things change.

Praying the Lord’s Prayer at Midday - Can you take 5 minutes each day at midday, or as
near as you are able and pray the Lord’s prayer wherever you are?
